BLACK CLERGY NETWORK SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION
Post-Secondary Scholarship

Through the generosity of United Church people, communities of faith, theological schools,
General Council, and more, The United Church of Canada Foundation and The Black Clergy
Network are pleased to announce the Black Clergy Network Scholarship program.

The program, consisting of three Scholarship streams, is intended to foster and support Black
people, United Church Theological Students, and Clergy in The United Church of Canada.

This application is for the Post-Secondary Scholarship, which is open to any academic
discipline at the undergraduate or postgraduate level, provided the applicant’s goals align with
the values of the United Church of Canada:

1. Candidate must be enrolled in full-time post-secondary studies. Priority is given to
students demonstrating both financial need and academic excellence. Financial need
will be assessed through income documentation and a personal financial statement.
Academic excellence will be evaluated based on a minimum GPA threshold (e.g.,
3.0/4.0 or equivalent) and demonstrated commitment to educational goals.

2. Black people who are part of, or affiliated with, the United Church of Canada. (Affiliation
with the UCC includes membership in a UCC congregation, regular participation in UCC-
sponsored events, or familial sponsorship by a UCC member. This includes children in
the legal care of UCC-affiliated individuals), who are pursuing post-secondary education.
The goal of the Scholarship is to serve the broader church.

The successful candidate can apply for the scholarship up to 2 times and receive it up to 2
times.

The individual maximum amount for applicants is $5000.

Application and all supporting documentation must be submitted prior to 11:55 p.m. on March
15th of a year when the scholarship is offered to: scholarships@united-church.ca. If it is not
possible to email your application, you can mail or courier it to:
